Town Paddle Pass  and NCWPTL Membership Dues –

· NCWPTL requires it’s members  to have a New Canaan town paddle pass even if you play on private courts.  The fee is $70.  Passes are available at the Parks & Recreation office at Waveny House, 2nd floor, between the hours of 8:30 AM and 4:00 PM.   Passes must be acquired by Friday, October 3rd.  Compliance is mandatory.
· There is a $10 fee for joining the league.  This year we have arranged for the Parks and Recreation office to collect our membership dues.  A separate check made out to NCWPTL should be left with them when you purchase your town paddle pass.
