Town Paddle Pass  and NCWPTL Membership Dues –

· NCWPTL requires it’s members  to have a New Canaan town paddle pass even if you play on private courts.  The fee is $70.  Passes are available at the Parks & Recreation office at Waveny House, 2nd floor, between the hours of 8:30 AM and 4:00 PM.  Compliance is mandatory.

· There is a $10 fee for joining the league.  This year we have arranged for the Parks and Recreation office to collect our membership dues.  A separate check made out to NCWPTL should be left with them when you purchase your town paddle pass.

Court Reservations:   This year we are able to make ½  hour bookings; you are able to book three ½ hour time slots for a total court time of 1 ½ hours.  You can book your court online.  Enter the online system by going first to the New Canaan Town Website www.newcanaan.info main page.  In the middle of the page under the section called “Fast Links” you will see a sub-section for “ Recreation Quick Links” .  Here is where you will find a link “Paddle Online Reservations” to click on and start your online reservation process.

IMPORTANT REMINDER ……. Please be flexible, understanding and compassionate of others situations when scheduling your matches.  Schedule your matches EARLY so that you can be flexible with differing public and private school schedules and with various holidays or getaways.  Plan early, and be understanding when there is a schedule change due to an illness, injury, etc.  On the other hand, don’t cancel a scheduled match unless absolutely necessary.  You don’t want to get stuck playing a bunch of matches during the make-up week as the weather or last minute family issues may prevent you from completing your matches on time.
